Hurricane Preparation Activity

Activity Purpose: Use laptops to research severe weather terminology, understand threat levels and identify necessary emergency hurricane preparations.

Scenario: You are a resident of one of the Hampton Roads cities of your choice. It is the Thanksgiving weekend and you were planning to celebrate the holiday with your visiting family. However a severe Tropical storm has developed off the coast near the Caribbean Islands and is expected to develop into a category 3 hurricane. It is tracking towards the Outer Banks, N.C. and is expected to hit our area in 36-48 hours. News outlets recommend evacuation that could last a week. What will you do??

Assignment: Prepare a minimum 1 page plan that includes:

1. Explanation of storm threats and levels (Tropical Storm vs. Hurricane) (Watch vs. Warning); (Category 3.)

2. Develop an evacuation route from your city.

3. List essential emergency supplies

4. List additional supplies/needs/concerns

5. Describe a plan of action (evacuate or stay) and what specific things you will be concerned with for your plan to work effectively.
