Driver Education

Crash Presentation Project

All Driver Education students will need to create presentation about automobile accidents that contains articles related to specific vehicle crashes and a brief summary explaining the factors that contributed to the crash. The presentation will be counted as 1 test grade. Recommended iPad apps include:  Prezi, iMovie and powerpoint.
Criteria: 

1. The researched articles must not be more than one calendar year old.
2. The articles must be from a credible news source within the United States
3. All articles must be legitimate articles (not war related, or Nascar, not crash  blogs or stories about crashes) 
4. The articles may be retrieved from the following sources: 

*Newspaper articles

*Magazine articles

*Internet resources

Summaries:

Each article must have a summary to accompany it.  The student is to summarize the content of the article, indicate what was the cause of the accident (alcohol, drugs, high speed, weather, etc.) and describe what type of damage (bodily injury, death, property damage, etc.) occurred.  In addition, students must suggest at least one way to minimize the risk of this accident (How could the accident have been prevented?).
